Can | still get COVID-19 between my first and
second shot?

Yes. For the COVID-19 vaccines that are a 2-dose series, both shots
are needed for the best protection, and it will take about 2 weeks
after the second dose before you receive this level of protection.
Because one dose will not provide full immunity, it is possible to
become infected with the virus between doses. Continue to wear
your mask and social distance before and after your first and
second doses to protect yourself and your community.
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
