Why do some vaccines require two shots?

The Pfizer and Moderna vaccines need two shots to be effective.
The first shot prepares the immune system to recognize the virus,
and the second shot strengthens the immune system. If you are
receiving a 2-dose vaccine, it is very important to receive the
vaccine from the same manufacturer both times and within the
required time frame to ensure the best protection from COVID-19.
The second dose of the Pfizer vaccine must be 21 days after the

first dose; the second dose of the Moderna vaccine must be 28
days after the first.
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
